· Be sure to include copies of documentation to prove Arkansas residency.  
(An individual must be a legal resident of the State of Arkansas for six continuous months prior to applying for ACM certification.  An individual living in Arkansas solely for the purpose of attending an Arkansas college or university is not a legal resident of the state and cannot be certified for the Academic Common Market.  A non-resident student must live in Arkansas for six continuous months following graduation from an Arkansas college or university to be eligible for participation in the Academic Common Market.)
· The certification will be mailed to the ACM Coordinator at the institution listed on the application.
